Chloé Lévy obtained a professional diploma in singing at the Ecole de Jazz et Musique Actuelles of Lausanne, then studied classical singing and musicology in the Haute école de Musique de Genève and the University of Geneva. She studied with Audrey Michael.


She’s currently specializing in new music, doing a Master of advanced studies in interpretation of contemporary music in Lugano with Luisa Castellani.
Chloé Lévy received the Friedl Wald Grant in 2004 and was laureate of the Nescafé jazz soloist competition in 2005. She’s laureate of the grant of the cultural department of Geneva 2011 and is attributed a residency in Berlin where she currently lives.


In 2007 the Chloé Lévy Yannick Délez duo records its first CD “Leinicha” in the Rainbow Studio of Oslo. Leinicha is acclaimed by the press (Jazzman ****, Télérama ffff, Concerto*****). They are invited to play in the International Festivals of France and Switzerland. 
In 2009, the duo invites the German cellist Marcus Hagemann to become a trio.

Chloé Lévy interpreted Nel Giro with Audrey Michael and the philharmonic orchestra of Oradea (Romania) conducted by Leonardo Gasparini, a piece for two sopranos and orchestra by Antoine Duhamel.


In 2011 she sang Le Marteau sans Maître by Pierre Boulez and the Cantus Planus by Niccolò Castiglioni conducted by William Blank. She sang pieces by Carissimi and Monteverdi conducted by Raphael Leite Osorio, and the Akhmatova songs by John Tavener in duo with the cellist Marcus Hagemann. 
She also sang Hilda’s part in the Elegy for young lovers by H.-W Henze, conducted by Arturo Tamayo.


Chloé Lévy currently develops and will record a project around Ariel, a song cycle by Ned Rorem, surrounded with improvisations, in trio with the clarinettist Philippe Ehinger and the pianist Ingvo Clauder. In Berlin, she created a piece for a soprano a dancer and a cellist on poems by Rainer Maria Rilke with the Japanese dancer Kaori Ito.
